• DHCD will award your community up to $1,000 to pay for up to 30 hours of 

consulting services and incidental expenses for Peer technical assistance. 
 

• Apply early.  Projects must be completed by June 30, 2012. 
 

• DHCD has funding for up to ten FY12 Peer grants.
